You must be registered at a Danish university. The master thesis project may take place in Denmark as well as abroad.

Recipients must dedicate their time to their thesis project and are expected to not take on paid work during the scholarship period. The Novo Scholarship cannot be granted if the applicant receives other grants in the same period of time, except grants for consumables or “Statens Uddannelsesstøtte.”

Recipients can apply for additional support of max DKK 6,000 for participation in international meetings to present the results of the funded project. This allowance may be applied for conferences taking place up to 9 months after expiration of the scholarship.

You will receive a confirmation email within 5 days of your application submission. Applicants will receive replies in November 2021. Scholars and supervisors will be invited to a symposium at Novo Nordisk in the beginning of 2022 and again approximately one year after that. At the latter, scholars form the current 2021 call will be expected to present the results from their project.
